Staff Summary: This item was approved at the July 2009 meeting. However, the
termination date referenced the wrong article in the original contract. As presented



previously, the Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) has extended the expiration
date of the Agreement to December 31, 2009. By extending the expiration date of this
Agreement, it will allow for a new bus stop to be constructed, as part of a larger project on
Old Clear Creek Road, which will potentially serve three different transit systems; bringing
better connectivity to the surrounding communities and serving a major Carson City retalil
establishment.

F-2  Action to enter into a Grantee’s Agreement with the Nevada Department of
Transportation for Federal Fiscal Year 2008 Federal Transit Administration 5309
funds.

Staff Summary: In Federal Fiscal Year (FFY) 2008, the Nevada Department of
Transportation (NDOT) was given an earmark of Federal Transit Administration (FTA) 5309
funds, of which $97,755 has been apportioned to CAMPO. These funds are to be used for
capital improvements such as purchasing new buses, bus related equipment, and bus stop
improvements. Using FTA 5309 funds, the FTA will match 80% of the project.

Transportation Plan (RTP).

Staff Summary: The Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) has requested that a
project to add a third northbound lane and US 395 between Mica Drive in Douglas County
and Old Clear Creek Road in Carson City.

Staff Summary: The CAMPO TIP needs to be amended to include several projects to
be funded through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), commonly
known as stimulus funds.

Recommended Commission Action: N/A

Explanation for Recommended Action: The Nevada Department of Transportation
(NDOT) has identified $3,450,000 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA)
funds to be used to add a third northbound lane on US 395 between Mica Drive in
Douglas County and Old Clear Creek Road in Carson City. In addition, the City of
Carson City has received an allocation of approximately $380,000 in ARRA funds
through NDOT, which was prioritized be the Nevada Association of Counties (NACO)
and the Nevada League of Cities and Municipalities, to be used for micropaving portions
of the following streets: Arrowhead Drive, College Parkway, Fairview Drive, Koontz
Lane, Roop Street, and Edmonds Drive. The Carson City Regional Transportation
Commission (RTC) will provide an additional $212,000 for the project for a total of
$592,000. The City also expects to receive $250,000 in ARRA funds through NDOT
under the “small urban” funding category to be used for micropoaving portions of the
following streets: Winnie Lane, Ash Canyon Drive, S Ormsby Boulevard, and
Washington Street.

Any project within the CAMPO area using federal funds must be identified in an TIP
before funds can be obligated for construction. A 30-day public comment period was
initiated on August 9, 2009, and a public informational meeting was noticed and will be
held during the comment period to allow the general public to ask questions or comment
to staff directly. Staff will seek formal approval of the TIP amendment at the next
CAMPO meeting after the public comment period has closed. Staff will provide a
written record of any comments received during the comment period.



Applicable Statue, Code, Rule or Policy: N/A

Fiscal Impact: Approximately $4,070,000 in federal funds and $212,000 in funds from
the City of Carson City.

Explanation of Impact: NDOT will be reimbursed by the Federal Highway
Administration for expenditures associated with these projects and the City of Carson
City will provide $212,000 to provide for a portion of the cost of micropaving various City
streets.

Funding Source: American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) and the Carson
City RTC.
