AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made this day of , 20___, between FRED
DANIELS and RENATE DANIELS, Husband and Wife, as Joint Tenants, hereinafter called the
OWNER, and CARSON CITY, NEVADA, A CONSOLIDATED MUNICIPALITY, hereinafter
called the CITY,

WITNESSETH:

1. The OWNER, for and in consideration of the covenants and payments to be
performed and paid as hereinafter provided agrees as follows:

(c) To be responsible for said premises, including risk and liability for loss
or damage including all repairs and/or maintenance to said premises until such date as
OWNER has delivered the before mentioned deed to the CITY, or such date as
OWNER has given physical possession of said premises to the CITY.

(d) To deliver to the CITY an executed AGREEMENT FOR
CONSTRUCTION QUSTIDE OF RIGHT OF WAY, attached hereto as EXHIBIT “B”
and made a part hereof, for temporary access to the subject property (002-142-19) for
the purpose of removing and replacing fencing, if required, and performing grading
associated with, but not essential to, the improvements to Roop Street.

(e) To permit the CITY or its authorized agents, assignees and contractors
to enter in and upon OWNER's before mentioned lands, which are herein agreed to be
conveyed for the purposes of inspection, land survey, environmental analysis and
engineering upon execution of this agreement.

The indemnifying party shall not be liable to hold hamless any attomeys fees
and costs for the indemnified party’s chosen right to participate with legal counsel.

2. The CITY, in consideration of the promises and covenants of the OWNER

hereinabove set forth, agrees as follows:

(a) To pay the OWNER in the manner hereinafter provided the sum of ONE
THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,000.00), which shall be the total purchase price for all that
said real property to be conveyed.

(b) To remove, at OWNER'’s request, four mature trees to, at a minimum,
twelve (12) inches below grade, from CITY owned property along Roop Street.

(©) To the fullest extent permitted by law, CITY shall indemnify, hold
harmless and defend, not excluding the OWNER's right to participate, the OWNER
from and against all liability, claims, actions, damages, losses, and expenses,
including, without limitation, reasonable attomeys’ fees and costs, arising out of any
alleged negligent or willful acts or omissions of CITY, their officers, employees and/or
agents arising out of performance of the AGREEMENT. Such obligation shall not be
construed to negate, abridge, or otherwise reduce any other right or obligation of
indemnity which would otherwise exist as to any party or person described herein. This
Indemnification obligation is conditioned upon receipt of written notice by the
indemnifying party within thirty (30) days of the indemnified party’s notice of actual or
pending claim or cause of action.

3. It is mutually agreed and understood by the CITY and by the OWNER as

(b) That all of the facilities and improvements constructed within this
agreement shall be designed and constructed in accordance with Carson City
Development Standards.
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(c) CITY and OWNER will coordinate and cooperate with each other in
scheduling the construction of improvements.

(d) If OWNER or CITY fails, neglects, or refuses to do or perform any act or
thing herein covenanted and agreed to be done or performed, such failure, neglect, or
refusal will constitute a default breach of this Agreement. If OWNER or CITY fails,
neglects, or refuses to cure the default upon the request of the other party, such other
party, at its option, may correct such default and thereupon recover from the other party
the cost thereof or may require the specific performance by the other party of all terms,
conditions, and covenants of this agreement.

Staff Summary: This is the final revision for the RTC Transportation Improvement
Program and Streets Maintenance Program. Staff is requesting the RTC to adopt the 3
year program.

Explanation for Recommended Commission Action: This action is to update the
annual Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for RTC projects programmed for
fiscal years 2010/2011 through 2012/2013 and for the Streets Maintenance Program for
the same period.

The last update to the program was in November 2009 and included declining revenues
projected forward. As the Commission is aware the revenues were under reported due
to an error by one of the major suppliers and this new program reflects the adjustments
to the revenue. Revenues have improved as a result of the adjustment but are still off by
some 10% which suggests revenues are still difficult to predict in this current economy.

A significant issue now resolved is the NDOT payments for Phase 2 of the freeway and
taking over additional State streets for maintenance. As a result, the proposed TIP for
this update assumes no participation in the freeway for the 3-year period. The freeway
payments will not resume until the freeway is completed.



The program numbers have been updated for actual costs for 08/09 and estimated
costs for 09/10. As discussed in October 2008, in order to continue the current
construction program, bonding was necessary in 08/09 and bonds were sold for $9
million. The previous TIP anticipated another bond in FY 09/10 for $7.8 million which is
now complete and funds are in hand for completion of the Roop Street Phase 2 project.
The overall program has been simplified going forward as the number of projects
proposed is significantly fewer than in the past. The allocation for new signals is
eliminated since we are unaware of any new signals needed not related to another
project. We'd recommend in the future to just schedule them as any other project. The
annual allocation for pedestrian/bicycle projects has been reduced to $200,000 since
the City has been very successful obtaining grants for pedestrian/bicycle projects and
next years program includes two significant ped projects- Safe Route to Schools and
Roop Street.

The recommended program provides for completion of the Roop Street Phase 2
construction, for completion of the Silver Oak Drive connection with Carson Street,
minor work at Synder Avenue for opening the median for left turns and the Freeway
Landscaping project. Because of the significant efforts this last year with maintenance
and taking advantage of the low prices we were able to get ahead of the maintenance
program. The efforts included a large sealing contract and two micro-paving projects. As
a result we have pushed the maintenance program off a year to allow us to do
pavement evaluations city-wide.

We also have not programmed additional projects at this time since the revenue
projections are still down. We believe we should wait to see if revenues stabilize or even
re-bound some before attempting new large projects. We continue to work diligently to
pursue grant funding and as can be seen in the revenues we have successfully
obtained more than $6 million from this revenue source over the last 4 years.
