Subject Title: Action to approve Amendment 2 to the Federal Transit Administration 
(FTA) 5316 Agreement PR384-08-802. 
  
Staff Summary: In January 2009, CAMPO entered into an agreement with the Nevada 
Department of Transportation (NDOT) to provide for the availability of federal funds for 
allowable expenses through the FTA 5316 Job Access Reverse Commute (JARC) 
program.  The proposed amendment would increase the total amount of reimbursable 
funds under the previous amendment from $125,859 to $165,740.

Recommended Board Action: I move to approve Amendment 2 to the Federal Transit 
Administration (FTA) 5316 Agreement PR384-08-802. 
 
Explanation for Recommended Action: 
 
In January 2009, CAMPO began receiving FTA 5316 JARC program funds and using 
them to fund a portion of the Route 21X bus service which operates between South 
Lake Tahoe and Carson City via an agreement between the South Tahoe Area Transit 
Authority (STATA) and the Carson City RTC.  The increase in available funds as 
outlined in the proposed amendment will allow for continued financial support for this 
service. 
 
Applicable Statue, Code, Policy, Rule or Policy: N/A 

 

Fiscal Impact: An increase of $39,881 of available FTA 5316 funds (from $125,859 to 
$165,740). 

 

Explanation of Impact: The availability of the FTA 5316 funds frees up other 
resources, such as FTA 5307 funds, which can be used toward transit expenses in the 
urbanized area.
