Staff Summary: In January 2009, CAMPO elected its current Chairperson and Vice-

the same for CAMPO and the Carson City Regional Transportation Commission (RTC), the 
CAMPO Policies and Procedures do not prohibit other members of CAMPO from holding 
these positions.

Staff Summary: The Nevada Department of Transportation (NDOT) has identified 
$1,000,000 in funding through the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act (ARRA) to be 
used for landscaping of the Carson City Freeway between the Fifth Street grade separation 
and the Fairview Drive interchange.  In addition, NDOT will commit $500,000 in State Gas 
Tax toward the project.  Approval of an administrative modification is needed to include this 
project in the TIP.

Recommended Board Action: I move to approve Amendment 1 to the Federal Transit 
Administration (FTA) 5316 Agreement PR384-08-802. 
 
Explanation for Recommended Action: 
 
In January 2009, CAMPO began receiving FTA 5316 JARC program funds and using 
them to fund a portion of the Route 21X bus service which operates between South 
Lake Tahoe and Carson City via an agreement between the South Tahoe Area Transit 
Authority (STATA) and the Carson City RTC.  The increase in available funds as 
outlined in the proposed amendment will allow for continued financial support for this 
service.  In addition, these funds could be used toward other potential intercity services, 
should such a service come to fruition.   
 
Applicable Statue, Code, Policy, Rule or Policy: N/A 

 

Fiscal Impact: An increase of $39,745 of available FTA 5316 funds (from $86,114 to 
$125,859). 

 

Explanation of Impact: The availability of the FTA 5316 funds frees up other 
resources, such as FTA 5307 funds, which can be used toward transit expenses in the 
urbanized area.
