Re: Expansion of CAMPO boundary

The total Lyon County population was approximately 35, 685 when the CAMPO
boundaries were first established after the 2000 Census. Of this population,
approximately 1,112 residents lived within the CAMPO area, with an additional
5,040 residents in the several urbanized clusters that make up the Dayton Valley
just outside the designated CAMPO area. By 2008 the population of the Dayton
Valley/Mound House area had tripled to approximately 16,171. By 2028, the
county estimates that the area will again double in population to approximately
31,000.

This growth explosion has resulted in significantly higher traffic volumes within
the US 50 corridor as suburban residents commute to employment and
commercial services within the larger Carson City and Reno market areas, along
with greater stress on the local roadway network. The increase in population has
also spurred an interest in public transit and better pedestrian connections within
and between neighborhoods, and between the Dayton/Mound House areas and
Carson City.

The growth of suburban development in the Dayfon Valley has been and will
continue to be a major factor in the region’s fransportation make-up. The
projected level of service failures on US 50 East from the Carson City Freeway
are largely the result of traffic generated by suburban residential development in
Lyon County. Not only will the volume of traffic increase as the population grows,
but the character of traffic will change as commercial uses increase to meet
higher levels of retail and service demand.

This trend speaks to the need for increased regional transportation planning and
cooperation. More specifically, planning that incorporates the traffic generators
that will affect the efficiency of the regional system for years to come. The
current CAMPO boundaries do not encompass all major traffic generators
affecting traffic counts and transportation infrastructure demands within CAMPO.

Additionally, the current downturn in the economy has slowed the pace of
development throughout the region, creating an opportune moment to reassess
policies and programs intended to manage growth and public infrastructure
expenditures.

For all of the reasons identified above, Lyon County believes that the expansion
of CAMPO to incorporate the greater Dayton Valley area is both timely and
necessary. We would greatly appreciate your careful consideration and support
for the expansion of the CAMPO boundaries.

This Amendment is made and entered into this day of , 2010,
between the State of Nevada, Department of Transportation, hereinafter referred to as the
DEPARTMENT, and Carson Area Metropolitan Planning Organization (CAMPO), 3505 Butti
Way, Carson City, Nevada, 89701, hereinafter referred to as the GRANTEE.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, on October 1, 2007, the Parties entered into Agreement No. PR256-08-802
to provide federal funds for planning Metropolitan and Statewide mass transportation activities
by way of a formula grant program to be administered by the DEPARTMENT; and

WHEREAS, this Amendment No. 2 increases the amount to be paid to the GRANTEE by
Forty-One Thousand Eight Hundred Twenty and No/100 Dollars ($41,820.00) due to the
Federal Fiscal Year (FFY) Federal Transit Administration (FTA) funding being allocated for
FFY10.

WHEREAS, the termination date is amended to allow time for GRANTEE to spend
additional funds.

WHEREAS, the Parties hereto desire to make certain amendments to Agreement No.
PR256-08-802.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:

A. Article I, Paragraph 2, is amended by deleting it in its entirety and inserting in its
place:

“The total PROJECT cost shall not exceed Two Hundred Fifty-Two Thousand
Three Hundred Twenty-One and No/100 Dollars ($252,321.00) with eighty
percent (80%) to be provided by the DEPARTMENT to the GRANTEE as
reimbursement through FTA Grant No. NV-80-0016 and twenty percent (20%)
provided by the GRANTEE through local matching funds and/or match of in-kind
contribution.”

B. Article I, Paragraph 3, is amended by deleting it in its entirety and inserting in its
place:

“The maximum reimbursement to be made by the DEPARTMENT to the
GRANTEE through FTA Grant No. NV-80-0015 and NV-80-0016 for the period
from October 1 2007 through and including September 30, 2011, shall not
exceed the sum of Two Hundred One Thousand Eight Hundred Fifty-Six and
No/100 Dollars ($201,856.00). The DEPARTMENT shall not make any
reimbursement payments to the GRANTEE unless FTA Section 5303 or other
eligible Federal funds are appropriated to the DEPARTMENT for specific
purposes of this Agreement.”

C. Article Il, Paragraph 4, is amended by deleting it in its entirety and inserting in its
place:

“The DEPARTMENT, through FTA Grant No. NV-80-0015 and NV-80-0016 shall
reimburse the GRANTEE for eighty percent (80%) of the PROJECT planning
expenses incurred during the above referenced period, provided that the
planning expenses are allowed and approved by the DEPARTMENT, and

provided that the DEPARTMENT'S reimbursement to the GRANTEE shall not
exceed the amount of Two Hundred One Thousand Eight Hundred Fifty-Six and
No/100 Dollars (201,856.00). The GRANTEE shall provide the remaining twenty
percent (20%) of the PROJECT expenses incurred during the above referenced
time period, comprised of local matching funds and/or match of in-kind
contributions as allowed in conformity with those standards set forth in
Attachment “B”, in the amount of Fifty Thousand Four Hundred Sixty-Five and
No/100 Dollars ($50,465.00). Project expenses shall be in conformance with the
UPWP, and other approved costs, as allowed per OMB Circulars A087 and A-
122

The termination date referenced in Article 11, Paragraph 1, shall be changed from
September 30, 2010 to September 30, 2011.

All of the other provisions of Agreement No. PR256-08-802 dated October 1,
2007 and Amendment No. 1 dated June 3, 2009, shall remain in full force and
effect as set forth herein.

As with all expenses reimbursable by the
FTA, a percentage of the funds must be matched by local funds. These funds will act
as the local match and will be allocated by CAMPO in the same manner as all federal
funds received, with 87% going to Carson City and 13% to Douglas County. This
distribution is based upon the amount of service provided by each agency within the
CAMPO area.

WHEREAS, on October 1, 2008, the Parties entered into Agreement No. P255-08-802
for GRANTEE to receive 49 USC 5309 and 5307 capital project funds available under the
Federal Transit Administration (FTA); and

WHEREAS, this Amendment No. 1 increases the amount to be paid to the GRANTEE by
Thirty Seven Thousand Five Hundred and No/100 Dollars ($37,500.00) due to the Federal
Fiscal Year (FFY) Federal Transit Administration (FTA) funding being allocated for FFY10.

WHEREAS, the termination date is amended due to allow time for GRANTEE to spend
additional funds. '

WHEREAS, the Parties hereto desire to make certain amendments to Agreement No.
P255-08-802.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows:

A. The termination date referenced in Article lll, Paragraph 1, shall be changed from
the 30™ day of September, 2010 to the 30" day of September, 2011.

04-0006-00, NV-90-X0542-00 and NV-04-0008-00.

C. Article V, Paragraph ll, is amended by increasing the dollar amount from Thirty-
Seven Thousand Five Hundred and No/100 Dollars ($37,500.00) to Seventy-Five
Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($75,000.00).

D. All of the other provisions of Agreement No. P255-08-802 dated October 1, 2008
shall remain in full force and effect as if set forth herein.
