The
Contractor is responsible for securing the entrances of the facility
and preventing the public from accessing the facility during the
duration of the project.

4. On sheet 4 of the project plans change the following:
The point of connection (POC) is currently shown on the irrigation
plans stubbing out of the west face of the well house. This
connection is actually stubbed out on the south side of the well
house.
