Subject Title: For Possible Action: To approve the first renewal of Contract 1011-207
with Intermountain Slurry Seal, Inc. through June 30, 2013, for an amount not to exceed
$96,907.08 to be funded from Streets Supplies, Signs and Paint Fund as provided in FY
2012/2013.

Staff Summary: On May 11, 2011, the Regional Transportation Commission awarded
Contract No. 1011-207 to Intermountain Slurry Seal to provide Long Line Striping
through June 30, 2012, in the amount of $75,785.00 with the option to renew annually
for five (5) years, subject to negotiation.

Explanation for Recommended Commission Action: Intermountain Slurry Seal,
Inc., has agreed to renew the contract at the following prices and no changes in the
terms and conditions.

Difference in price is due primarily to increase in streets being striped, including the
addition of Airport Road and portions of College Parkway and E. Fifth Street. An
additional factor was the increase in material (paint) cost.

Subject Title: For Possible Action: To approve Grant Award #01-006-10-LX-13 from
the State of Nevada Aging and Disability Services Division in the amount of $50,000 for
the period July 1, 2012 to June 30, 2013, for the provision of free bus passes for senior
citizens on the JAC fixed-route system.

Staff Summary: An Independent Living Grant application was submitted to the Aging
and Disability Services Division (ADSD) in March 2011, and awarded in late June 2011.
The grant will be used to partially underwrite the cost of the Senior Bus Pass Program,
which provides unlimited rides to senior citizens (60+) on the JAC fixed-route system.

13 from the State of Nevada Aging and Disability Services Division in the amount of
$50,000 for the period July 1, 2012 to June 30, 2013, for the provision of free bus
passes for senior citizens on the JAC fixed-route system.

Explanation for Recommended Commission Action: Senior citizens represent
nearly 40 percent of the total ridership on the JAC fixed-route system. It is estimated
that over 71,000 trips will be provided for seniors alone in Fiscal Year 2012 (July 1,
2011 to June 30, 2012), which testifies to the beneficial effect of the Senior Bus Pass
Program and the partnership with ADSD.

Applicable Statute, Code, Rule or Policy: Grants Coordination and Tracking Policy
Fiscal Impact: $50,000 in revenue to Transit Fund.
