Historical Background

Charles Flandran first sold this parcel to John Carmack in 1865. Rebecca Gregg
had purchased the lots by 1870 and retained ownership for 14 years. According
to the 1880 census, Gregg was a widow, age 52, with a son David, who was 13.
She listed her occupation as “keeping house.”

The property was owned by members of the Jones family, John, Elizabeth and
Parvin, between 1889 and 1924. Parvin Jones was a guard at the prison. He later
worked as a clerk for the State Engineer.

By 1948 Clarence Belli was living in the house with Josephine Belli. Clarence was
employed as a carpenter and Josephine worked as a stenographer.
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
